Mortality  Opioid Prescription - NEW  Others 

     

During the 2nd quarter of 2017 in Manitoba, there was an increase in Naloxone kits used in overdose 

events, suspected overdoses cases arriving at Winnipeg Health Region emergency departments, 

and suspected overdoses cases receiving naloxone from Winnipeg Fire and Paramedic Service as 

compared to the 1st quarter of 2017. Carfentanil-related deaths continue to contribute significantly to 

opioid-related deaths.  

Manitoba Health Seniors and Active Living announced that opioid replacement therapy suboxone 

will now be covered under Manitoba's Pharmacare program. 

Through initiations such as the Take-Home Naloxone Program, the provincial government is working 

with Regional Health Authorities to address these major public health concerns.  
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
