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Dear Colleague, 
 
Please find attached the Summary of Communicable Diseases for the Month of November 
2005.  This report reflects the number of cases of reportable communicable diseases for which 
individuals in Manitoba tested positive* during the month of November 2005. 
 
Communicable Diseases 
In total, there were 352 new infections occurring across 24 communicable diseases** (excluding 
sexually transmitted infections and HIV) in November 2005.  The observed number of cases were 
within the expected range for most of the reported communicable diseases with the exception of 
Methicillin resistant staphylococcus aureus (MRSA; 138 cases observed; expected range = 0-93 
cases) and Mumps (1 cases observed; 0 cases expected).  The expected number of cases and 
accompanying range is based on the number of cases during October, November, and December 
2000-2004.   
 
In November, Clostridium difficile accounted for about 30% of all non-STI/HIV related 
communicable diseases reportable to Manitoba Health; MRSA accounted for an additional 39.2%.  
For the month of November, both MRSA and C. difficile tended to be concentrated in the 60+ age 
group (accounting for 40% to 60% of all cases, respectively).   
 
Sexually Transmitted Infections & Blood-Borne Pathogens 
There were 395 cases of sexually transmitted infections (chlamydia, gonorrhoea, and syphilis) in 
November: 260 cases of chlamydia (Ct), 89 cases of gonorrhoea (GC), 42 Gc-Ct co-infections, and 
4 cases of syphilis.  About 60% of all GC and Ct cases in the province were reported among youth 
aged 15-24 years.  More than half of all GC and Ct cases were reported for individuals living in the 
Winnipeg health region (53.7%), and an additional 18.7% were from the Burntwood health region.   
 
In November 38 individuals tested positive for hepatitis C (HCV), 60% of whom were reported from 
the Winnipeg health region.  Cases were evenly distributed between males and females, with most 
of the cases in the 30-49 year age groups.  Additionally, 10 individuals tested positive for HIV in 
November, 2005.   
 



*Note: Data for the monthly summary are aggregated based on the earliest of: symptom onset 
date, specimen collection date, or report date.  For the majority of cases, the date used will be the 
specimen collection date.
