Provincial Update: The overall influenza activity level in Manitoba is low. There were sporadic laboratory-
confirmed influenza cases since September. Influenza B activity is higher than expected for this time of a season.
Other respiratory viruses are co-circulating. In the last few weeks, Rhinovirus has been the most frequently
detected virus in all laboratory detections of respiratory viruses. Activity level in syndromic indicators overall is
increasing, but is within expected levels at this time of year.

National Update: As of Week 42, influenza activity remained at inter-seasonal levels at the national level. Influenza
A(H3N2) was the most common influenza virus circulating in Canada.

International Update: As of Week 42, seasonal influenza activity in the United States increased slightly, but
remained low overall. Influenza A(H3N2) and Influenza B were the common influenza viruses and have circulated
at similar levels from the beginning of the current season.
